2. To be Ready is to be EQUIPPED and SKILLED.

(NASB) 
 
“The LORD has specifically chosen Bezalel…. The 
LORD has filled Bezalel with the Spirit of God….He is 

skilled in engraving and mounting gemstones and in 
carving wood.

5. Be ready for your REWARDS!
